DIRECTIONS TO PUGWASH - from points east

Coming from the east on the Trans Canada Highway HWY 104, take exit 11 at
Glenholme and left onto Route 4 towards Folly Lake and Wentworth.

After about 30km, in Wentworth, turn right onto Highway 307 towards Wallace and
Pugwash.

After 8.5km turn left towards Pugwash onto the Fountain Road, a short winding road
which takes you to Howard's Bridge over Wallace River (single lane bridge) and then to
Highway 368.

At Hwy 368 turn right (north) towards Route 6 (Wallace and Pugwash) - 7km.

At Route 6 (Sunrise Trail) turn left (west) towards Pugwash - 7km

In Pugwash, Route 6 becomes Durham Street which continues west (past where
Route 6 turns across the harbour towards Amherst) to terminate at Water Street.

Eaton Park is on Water Street, to the right.

Water Street will be blocked off to traffic but there is ample parking throughout the
Village.
