All events will be ran according to the rules and regulations of the SOBHD.
Entries will not be accepted by email.
Contact Brooklyn Tchozewski at (902) 436-5377 or email: Brooklyn.Tchozewski@collegeofpiping.com to advise of status
change. Deadline for status changes is June 21'. No status changes will be accepted the day of the competition.
There will be NO ENTRY FEE REFUNDS for any reason.
The Competition Committee reserves the right to combine, split or delete classes at the close of entries.
The decision of the judges will be final. No persons other than members of the Competition Committee shall communicate
with the judges.
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8. Complaints must be in written form, signed, accompanied by $10.00, and submitted to the Competition Chair before the end

of the competition. Fee will be refunded if complaint is sustained.

9. Dancers will dance in inverse order of entry. First to enter, last to dance.

10. Dancers must remain properly attired to collect awards.

11. Medals will be awarded from Primary to Premier. All high aggregate winners with the exception of Primary will receive
trophies.

12. For choreography, content should consist primarily of Highland dancing movements, with a limited influence from other
dance forms. Costuming, music and props (if used) must be Celtic in nature.

13. Time limits (inc. entries and exits) must not exceed 4.5 minutes.

14. Deductions for exceeding time limits will be at the discretion of the judges.

15. Pre-premier groups must be made of Beginner, Novice, or Intermediate dancers only.

16. Teams must provide music on a clearly labeled CD- only one track per CD.

Choreography Challenge:

Pre-Premier Events- Medals, overall award for 1% place
Premier Solo- Medals, overall award for 1% place

OTHER AWARDS: Overall Beginner, Novice & Intermediate**
Overall Juvenile, Junior, and Adult Premier**

Premier Group- Medals, overall award for 1% place

**As per SOBHD rules, there must be at least 6 competitors who have competed in their individual age group before their
Aggregate points can qualify to determine the overall winner. If there are less than 6 competitors in any individual dance,
then points gained in that dance will not be included in the total aggregate points for the overall award.

Dancers will be fined $5.00 if the mandatory S.0.B.H.D. card is not presented at the time of check
in. Any earned medals/cash will be withheld until the card is presented to the Competition
Chair.
